New Transitional Housing Program  
Our Transitional Housing Program, Trinity House, ends on June 30.  This project has been greatly appreci-
ated by the families that stayed at Trinity House. I know that without the added help of Trinity House, these 
families would not have been as successful as they are today.  
 
Through this process we have discovered and been affirmed of a few realities.   

§ Finding affordable housing for families continues to be difficult and with the economy the way it 

is now the task has been daunting.   

§ Change is difficult for everyone, especially homeless families.   

§ Learning to make good decisions and choices takes time.   

§ Lack of education greatly impacts a familyôs ability to earn a sustainable income.   

§ Using the model that we did of transitional housing helped only a few families.  If we could have 

only helped one family get back on their feet, it was well worth the effort.  We do not have the 
ability to help everyone. We do have the ability to help those who God brings to us. 

 
We want to take what we have learned and improve on what we are doing.  Taking the time to discuss and 
evaluate what we have done has led us to ñThe Trinity Projectò.  We are looking at subsidizing the rent of 
four families for one year.  The assistance would be based on trimesters (three ï 4 month periods).  In the 
first trimester, we would subsidize the rent by $400 a month, the second trimester by $300 a month, and the 
third trimester by $200 a month.  Families would be responsible for their own utilities and deposit.   
 
We have seen families who have received rental assistance become homeless when the assistance was no 
longer available to them.  They became too reliant on very low rent and had not developed a plan for when 
their funding ended.  This project would allow for gradual reduction in the amount of rental assistance over 
a yearôs time.  By the time they came to the end of the year, they would be acclimated to the amount and 
able to continue renting on their own.  With the rental assistance would come case management, budget-
ing, debt reduction, parenting classes and finding employment.  They would have a cap on the amount of 
rent they could pay, and must be able to show how they can continue paying after the year ends.  
 
We are asking at this time if you would consider joining the staff in a transitional housing project ð ñThe  
Trinity Projectò.  Please consider this outreach opportunity to be in ministry, being the hands and feet of 
Christ among his hurting children, by calling Interfaith Hospitality at 747-5487.

Interfaith Hospitality has been blessed with many wonderful families.  These 
past few months God has blessed us with a homeless refugee family from  
Burundi, Africa.  Jean and Rose Bandyambona and their six children (Aimee, 
Augustine, Dieudonne, Debora, John and Elisha) have been with us since  
January. On Sunday, April 25, they moved into their new home.   
 
It has taken extra time to find a home large enough for everyone, fit the guide-
lines for their City Home Voucher from Housing Solutions, close to Roseôs 
mom, and near the childrenôs school.  Renee Norris, our case manager, knew it would be more difficult for 
them to find a home because they spoke very little English, did not understand how our system works or how 
to fill out all of the paperwork.  She was able to find a translator who spoke Swahili and to help with the paper-
work.  Besides looking for housing, the children needed to get into school, doctors and dentist needed to be 
seen, and Rose and Jean needed to attend ESL (English as a Second Language) classes.   
 
Renee was able to find a house but it needed some Tender Loving Care before the family could move into it. 
Ted Ketcham, Jim Houghton, Bruce Baldwin, Paul Norris, Jeff & Joe Kramarz, David Zierleyn and Kermit  
Nelson worked to make the necessary repairs so that the house passed inspection 
with Housing.  Even though it passed inspection the walls needed to be washed and 
painted, the yard cleaned up and the carpets cleaned.  So on Saturday, April 24, we 
were blessed with helpers in abundance.  They painted, cleaned and did yard work.  
We wish to thank all those who came to the party and helped make it a reality that 
this family now had a good home to live in and raise their children.   

 
A house, though, needs furniture so Renee re-
quested beds, dressers, dining table and living 
room furniture from our partner the Community 
Warehouse.  They were able to provide what 
they had but it still was not enough.  Renee 
sent out a plea to all of the churches and the 
response was wonderful.  Their home was now 
complete. 
 
Thank you to all who volunteered their services by providing furniture, 

appliances, home furnishings, and gave of their time. 

Renee Norris deserves the biggest thank you of all for the extra time she has put in over the last few months 

to make it possible that the Bandyambona family is now in their own home.
